One Block Wonders. 
 
Take the basic hexagonal kaleidoscope and enhance it 
with straightforward techniques that create powerful  
designs. 
 
These techniques produce design elements that amplify 
the impact of both the individual blocks and the overall 
quilt.  You will be surprised at how easy these tech-
niques are and yet how complex they look to the        
observer.  Once again, fabric is the key.   
 
The primary fabric does the bulk of the work and       
defines your color palette..  The hexagon blocks you 
create from this fabric ultimately form the foundation of 
your quilt, and once all the blocks are created, you begin 
to design the final quilt on a design wall.  You get to 
audition your blocks before you commit to a final       
design.
